Lifesong: Oliver Claassen

This month's "Book of the Month" has been written by a man
known to Gilcomston South Church. Oliver Claassen and his
wife, Helen attended Gilcomston in 1975 before moving on to a
number of other mission opportunities in other countries. They
have kept in regular contact with the church over the years and
their most recent visit was in June 2008. He is now the senior
pastor of the Evangelical Presbyterian Church, Cape Coral,
Florida.

Although this is a small book, only 91 pages, it is packed with
thought provoking insight from cover to cover and shouldn't be
read in a hurry! It has five chapters comprehensively covering all
areas and aspects of worship.

1) What is this thing called Worship?

2) Who should we Worship?

3) How should we Worship?

4) Giving yourself to God in Worship

5) What to do when we Worship together?

These chapters are freestanding and in my opinion can be read
in any order. The book also has a very helpful set of appendices
which may be useful to people with responsibility for corporate
worship in church.

When I was asked to review this book, my first thoughts were
that maybe there was someone else more qualified to do a
review on a book about worship? But as the title of the book
suggests, worship should be the ‘Life' song of each and every
believer, whether or not they can hold a tune! And it is in this
context that Dr Claassen explores in a very biblical fashion; real,
practical and honest approaches to help and challenge us to
fulfil our role as a people who are called to "worship the Father
in spirit and truth" (John 4: 23).

In my opinion, Lifesong is an excellent and very useful book, well
worth reading, but please give yourself the time and space to
fully grasp what Dr Oliver Claassen is saying! You may find
yourself singing your very own ‘Lifesong' in a whole new way!
