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Roderick Alick Finlayson was born in Lochcarron in 1895. After
studying at the Free Church College, Edinburgh, from 1919 to
1922, he was minister in various Free Church congregations
before returning to the College in 1946 to lecture in Systematic
Theology, which he did for many years. Prof Finlayson went to
Glory in February 1989.
